The workshop will introduce participants to learning theories, pedagogical choices, case teaching 

methods, course design and evaluation methods.

The workshop will be conducted by senior faculty members from  IIM Bangalore who are passionate
about teaching and have rich experience in teaching participants from industry,  government and the 
development sector, in India and abroad.
