| hepicturesque 100-acre world-class campus of [IM Bangalore in
the pulsating city of Bengaluru inspires and equips students not

only to fuel economic growth but also deliver significant social impact through
entrepreneurship and innovation.

A forerunner in management education in India, IIM Bangalore is now on a path
to become a global leader with a charter to infuse its stakeholders with global
perspective, strengthen its world-class educational programmes, build a solid
research eco-system, hire international faculty and create stronger doctoral
programmes.

[IM Bangalore has 150 faculty members, including visiting and adjunct faculty,
who are actively engaged in policy formulation, research, case writing and
consulting.

The world is fast developing and IIM Bangalore is growing with it. For example,
the NS Raghavan Centre for Entrepreneurial Learning at IIMB, which incubates
start-ups and provides free mentoring to budding entrepreneurs, saw 280
entrepreneurs who took advantage of its open mentoring programme; an increase
by 56% over the previous year.

[IM Bangalore is the only Indian management school to feature in the Financial
Times Executive Education 2015 Top 50 Rankings alongside prestigious
institutions like the London Business School, Duke Corporate Education, IMD,
Harvard School of Business, University of Oxford among others.

IIM Bangalore has student exchange partnerships with over 100 global
management schools, case study publishing partnerships with Harvard Business
Publishing and the Ivey Business School and joint research partnerships with Ho
Chi Minh National Academy of Politics and Public Administration (HCMA) Hanoai,
Vietnam to name a few global partnerships.

Having embraced disruptive technology, [IM Bangalore is India’s first management
school to partner with edX as a contributing member to deliver high-quality
Massive Open Online Courses (MOOCs) from July 2015. [IM Bangalore is thus
enhancing social impact and nurturing entrepreneurship while also offering quality
education at the base of the pyramid.
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[IM Bangalore is India’s only business school in the 28-member Global Network
of Advanced Management (GNAM) — a network of top schools such as INSEAD,
LSE and Yale University.

Along with Toulouse Business School, France, [IM Bangalore launched India’s
first Executive General Management Programme in Aerospace and Aviation
Management this year.

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Director’s Report

|.tis my pleasure to share with you IIM Bangalore’s accomplishments in 2014-
2015 to enhance our position globally, to provide the best education to our
students, and to advance and support important national initiatives.

In order to position ourselves for global leadership, we initiated major efforts in
three important areas this year. | am happy to report that we are already beginning
to see the results of these new efforts, and we plan to build on this momentum
in the coming years.

First, IIM Bangalore took a bold step to embrace technology, which promises
to radically change the way education is delivered in the future. We launched an
ambitious programme for developing Massive Open Online Courses (MOOCs) to
deliver free, high-quality management education not only to people across India
but around the world. We became a contributing member of edX, the prestigious
Harvard-MIT non-profit joint venture, so that we could partner with, and build
on, a platform with global reach and recognition. During the year, around ten
percent of our faculty signed on to develop and deliver MOOCs. We launched
our first MOOC in July 2015. As we understand the possibilities of this technology
further and strengthen our capabilities for deploying it, we will be able to enhance
our teaching methods, supplement the learning experience of our students on
campus and deliver value to learners spread across India and the world.

The second major effort that we launched was to increase the emphasis on
globalisation in our programmes, our research and our impact. In today’s
interconnected world, a global perspective is imperative for our students and our
faculty. To promote and develop this outlook, we have partnerships with over 100
leading management schools around the world. To broaden the opportunities for
experiencing international environments we created a new field course that took
six faculty and 120 students to three countries, Japan, Singapore and UAE, and
dramatically increased the percentage of our graduating PGP class that travelled
abroad for study from 34% to 64%. In our Executive PGP, and Public Policy
and Management programmes, all our students spend time abroad. We hosted
exchange students from many of our partner institutions from several countries
around the world. Such exposure prepares our students for leadership in the
world economy.

Our faculty continued to deepen their professional ties internationally as well. We
had a 35% increase in the distribution of case studies written by our faculty that
are distributed globally by Harvard Business School. Our cases were studied
at 360 organisations in 47 countries. Our faculty collaborated with peers in
many leading institutions around the world, presented their research at leading
international conferences, published refereed papers in the top academic and
applied journals, and taught custom programmes for global clients. We began

exploring new partnership opportunities with major Japanese universities to
strengthen collaboration on research and teaching.

We deepened our engagement in important international networks, such as
the Global Network for Advanced Management, GNAM, a network of 28 of the
top management schools from all over the world, convened by Yale University.
Our Dean of Programmes, Sourav Mukherji, taught a course from Bangalore
that was beamed to students around the world in a truly global classroom as
part of GNAM. We are hosting Deans of the Global Network schools here at [IM
Bangalore in November 2015.

The US based Academy of International Business, which is the world’s premier
professional association for international business faculty, for the first time, held
its Annual Meeting in India in June 2015. IIM Bangalore hosted this prestigious
meeting.

Third, we significantly scaled our engagement with Bangalore’s thriving
entrepreneurial ecosystem. The NS Raghavan Centre for Entrepreneurial
Learning (NSRCEL) at IIMB incubates start-ups and also provides free mentoring
to budding entrepreneurs. This year, the Centre mentored 280 entrepreneurs
or enterprises, an increase of 56% from the 180 enterprises that had been
mentored during the previous year. The number of start-ups being incubated at
NSRCEL increased from 5 to 18. Over 40 open events and seminars, focused
on start-up issues and lessons from successful ventures, were held during
the year. The Centre also collaborates with many of the major organisations
supporting entrepreneurship across the country, to leverage the network effect
of the entrepreneurial ecosystem. These include the Government of Karnataka,
TiE, NASSCOM, Anita Borg Institute, WeConnect, Department of Science and
Technology and Department of Information Technology of the Government of
India and Indian Angel Network.

A heartening trend is the sharp increase in the number of students from our long
duration programmes who have sought incubation support from NSRCEL. This
increase suggests a growing propensity among students to start up instead of
looking for a corporate placement at the end of their programme. The redesigned
version of NSRCEL’s programme for women entrepreneurs, the Management
Programme for Women Entrepreneurs (MPWE), now into its eleventh year,
re-affirms [IMB’s commitment to supporting women entrepreneurship in India.

In addition to the new initiatives, we continued our focus on strengthening our
teaching and research, and on enhancing our programmes. [IMB was named
‘Best B-school in Central Asia’ by Eduniversal Paris for the seventh consecutive
year in 2014. Our doctoral programme, the Fellow Programme in Management,
rose a couple of notches to 45™ in the Financial Times global ranking of doctoral
programmes. It is the top ranked doctoral programme for management studies
in India and our Fellows continue to be sought after faculty at many management
schools in India. Our Executive Education Programmes rank among the Financial
Times Executive Education 2015 Top 50 Rankings.

In order to strengthen our programmes and improve our global standing
further, we have initiated a comprehensive review of some of our long duration
programmes. During the coming year we will implement significant improvements
such as a greater emphasis on entrepreneurial thinking in our PGP programme.
We continue to strengthen our research centres to enhance research productivity.
An example of the kind of changes we will continue to make is the restructuring
of the Centre for Capital Markets and Risk Management in September 2014. The
Centre aims to provide leadership in Indian capital market research by engaging
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in and disseminating empirical research, organising and conducting workshops
and conferences involving area experts and providing periodic commentary on
contemporary capital market issues. IIMB students participated in an All India
Investment Challenge organised by Bloomberg India through the Centre’s
Finance Lab, and three teams from IIMB made it to the top 10, including the first
place, among 415 participating teams.

We made significant changes to the campus infrastructure to make it more
accessible to students and visitors with disabilities. Our lecture rooms, faculty
blocks and the main administrative block are all wheelchair accessible. Facilities
on campus, such as eateries, gymnasium, bank and stores, are also largely
wheelchair accessible. A few hostel rooms were modified to ensure independent
living by students using wheelchairs.

During 2014-2015 we deepened our engagement with our alumni. | met with
alumni at four different Indian cities and discussed our strategic initiatives. We
plan to continue enhancing alumni engagement in the coming year by having
several faculty members attend our annual alumni event, Anusmaran, at various
locations around the world. We will also host a major new global alumni meet
in Bangalore in 2015-2016 and continue exploring other ways for our alumni to
connect with us.

We also devoted significant effort to support important national initiatives aimed
at strengthening the Indian educational environment. The Ministry of Human
Resource Development (MHRD) appointed [IMB as the mentor Institute for the
new lIM in Visakhapatnam. Our careful and detailed planning for the new Institute
during this past year, in collaboration with MHRD and Andhra University, where the
new [IM is initially being housed, enabled us to launch the first batch in September
2015. IIM Bangalore also helped the Government develop the Global Initiative of
Academic Networks (GIAN) initiative, the programme for National Rankings, the
Unnat Bharat Abhiyan and the National Centre for Good Governance.

Our faculty continued to participate in, and influence, policy making at the
national and international levels as members of critical committees. Our faculty
are also involved in managing important initiatives with significant social impact.
For instance, faculty associated with the Centre for Public Policy have been
working with the Government of Karnataka to improve the quality of education
in government schools through a tele-education programme that serves 1,000
schools. The Karnataka Government has decided to double the size of this
programme.

We are at a moment of great change, and great opportunity, for business and
educational institutions in India and around the world. We believe we are on
a path to make the most of these opportunities and contribute significantly to
transforming higher education in the country. | look forward to keeping you
updated on our progress and plans.

(EPGP).

Fellow Programme in Management (FPM)

The Fellow Programme in Management (FPM), the globally recognised doctoral programme of [IM
Bangalore, is committed to training individuals who will excel in their area of research and publish
high quality work.

The mission of the FPM at IIMB is to:

e Provide rigorous, world-class, inter-disciplinary training in all areas of business management and
public policy that will equip students with the ability to conduct cutting-edge, publication-quality
research of an international standard

e Contribute to the creation and transmission of knowledge in all areas of business management
and public policy with emphasis on issues faced by firms and organisations in India

e Contribute to the efforts of IIMB faculty in the creation, transmission, communication, and
application of knowledge in all areas of business management and public policy

e Help meet the teaching and research manpower needs of academia and industry by producing

After finishing their coursework, the third-year FPM students need to pass the Comprehensive Written
Examination and the viva. During the year 2014-2015, 19 students cleared the Comprehensive
Written Examination and 22 students cleared the viva. Twenty-two students defended their
dissertation proposals.

2.1.2 Significant Achievements
The awards won by FPM students and their achievements are shown in Statement 3.
2.1.3 Award of Fellow of IMB
Eighteen FPM students were awarded the title, ‘Fellow of the Indian Institute of Management
Bangalore’, at the 40™ Annual Convocation on March 271, 2015.
The list of students who received their title is presented in Statement 4.
2.1.4 Papers and Publications
The FPM students published papers and articles in many international and national journals. They
made presentations in conferences and seminars.
The details of such publications and presentations are listed in Statement 5.
2.2 Post Graduate Programme in Management (PGP)
The two-year full-time residential Post Graduate Programme, leading up to a Post Graduate Diploma
in Management, is designed to equip students to take on leadership roles in an increasingly complex
and dynamic global scenario. The PGP lasts six trimesters, spread over two years, with a summer
project between the two years. As an autonomous Central Educational Institution of the Department
of Higher Education, Ministry of Human Resource Development, Government of India, IIMB awards
graduating PGP students with a Post Graduate Diploma in Management (PGDM), equivalent to an
MBA degree.
The programme lays the foundation for conceptual and analytical reasoning, and gives the students
an insight into the dynamics of the business environment. It revolves around the principle that world-
class business leaders are not mass-produced; they are nurtured and developed with personalised
care and attention in small teams, and in a practical, application-oriented, user-friendly environment.
[IMB benchmarks its curriculum against the best in the world to ensure that it delivers world-class
management education, based on the best pedagogic practices, while focussing on the Indian
context. The course content and design is inspired by management practice with a strong orientation
Indian Institute of Management Bangalore 10
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towards current and emerging management issues. The curriculum is modified every year and
revised every three years to stay in tune with the current business environment.

A total of 405 students were admitted to the incoming PGP Batch of 2014-2016. A snapshot of
the class profile indicates that there were 89 SC/ST students, 95 women, 307 students with work
experience, and 365 students with an engineering background.

During 2014-2015, 99 elective courses were offered, including two new courses. The list of new
electives is appended in Statement 6. In addition, 252 (Batch of 2013-2015) Contemporary
Concerns Studies (CCS) projects were completed.

Exchange Programme

During 2014-2015, IIMB launched new international field courses and dramatically raised the
number of PGP students who travelled abroad for study from 34% of the batch to 64%. As many
as 119 PGP students took the full-term exchange programme and spent Term 5 in universities
in Austria, Belgium, Brazil, Canada, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Ireland, Italy, Norway,
Poland, Portugal, Singapore, Sweden, Switzerland and The Netherlands; 119 signed up for the
newly launched Business Planning for International Markets (BPIM) programme and travelled to
Dubai, Japan and Singapore while 13 went on a short-term exchange programme to SC Johnson
Graduate School of Management, Cornell University, New York. Nine students took online courses
from Yale University, USA.

Director’s Merit List

Twenty students of the PGP Batch of 2014-2016 featured in the Director’'s Merit List for their
academic performance during the first year of the programme. Each student received a book grant
of INR 3,000 and a Certificate of Merit. The students were Kumar Ritikesh, Harshvardhan Hemant

Financial Aid and Scholarships

The objective of the Financial Aid Policy at IIMB is to ensure that no student is deprived of an
education at the Institute for financial reasons. All students whose annual household income is below
INR 4.5 lakh are eligible to apply for financial aid. Other students with severe financial difficulties are
also considered.

The Financial Aid Committee undertakes a two-step process for deciding the number of awardees
and quantum of aid. In the first stage, the applicants are rated on two criteria — income (family
income + personal income before joining IIMB) and outstanding loans (provided they were not taken
for conspicuous consumption). Based on this rating, they are called for a personal interaction with
faculty panels.
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During these interactions, faculty panels evaluate each applicant’s liquidity, credit-worthiness and
financial situation and arrive at a rank order of candidates. Based on the weighted average scores of
these parameters, applicants are provided 100%, 75%, 50% or 25% aid.

During the academic year 2014-2015, an amount of INR 5,65,27,500 was made available to 113
students as financial aid in terms of waiver of tuition fees and living assistance.

Scholarships

—

Aditya Birla Scholarship: This merit-based scholarship is given to PGP students of both the
first and the second years. The students who are granted the scholarship during the first year
are eligible to apply for renewal in the second year, provided they belong to the top 25% of the
batch in the first year. The scholarship amount is INR 1.75 lakh per student. The recipients of the
scholarship were Vaibhav Choubey, Karthik Krishna and Nitesh Jain (2014-2016).

OPJEMS Scholarship: This merit-based scholarship of INR 1.50 lakh is given by the OP Jindal
Group to one student of each academic year. Siddhartha Sharma (2013-2015) was awarded the
scholarship.

Citi Women’s Leader Award: This is a merit scholarship that covers the second year’s tuition
expenses. Candidates are selected from the top 25% of the batch at the end of the first year.
Nomination is done by the Institute and the students are selected on the basis of their Statement
of Purpose and subsequent interviews scheduled by Citi. The recipient of the award was Atasi
Kar (2014-2016).

Societe Generale Global Solution Centre India Scholarship: This is a means scholarship
that covers tuition expenses in full. Candidates are selected from the neediest aid applicants in
the first year and subsequent interviews conducted by Societe Generale. Shipra Agrawal, Mehak
Bajaj and Amar Kumar Srivastava (2014-2016) were the recipients of this scholarship.

Siddhartha Padam Award: This scholarship is awarded to the PGP1 student who gets the best
marks in the Finance area. It carries a cash prize of INR 50,000, a medallion and a certificate.
Rakshas Ajitesh Vallabh (2014-2016) received the award.

Bennett Scholarship: Beginning 2012, The Times Group (Bennett Coleman & Co Ltd) instituted
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two scholarships for the class entering PGP. This was on a trial basis for three years. Each
scholarship provides INR 3 lakh, payable in two equal annual instalments. The recipients of this
award were Sabarni Sen and Ashish Prakash Pawar (2014-2016).

7. IIMB PGP Alumni First Batch (1976) Scholarship: This scholarship is for differently-abled
women students from PGP. The scholarship aims to assist a differently-abled person (female) or
a differently-abled person (male) if there is no female candidate. It keeps alive the memory of the
PGP batch of '76 and their association with the Institute. The scholarship carries a purse of INR
50,000, a medallion and a certificate. It was awarded to Shweta Bharti (2014-2016).

8. Sir Ratan Tata Trust Scholarship: Five nominations are invited each year from students
studying in the second year and are in the top 10% of the batch at the end of their first-year
studies. The scholarship is of INR 1 lakh. Kumar Ritikesh, Harshvardhan H Samvatsar, Rachit
Kothari, Sachin Gupta, Naveen Prashanth and Akhil Mittal (2013-2015) were awarded the
scholarship.

9. Hindustan Unilever / T Thomas Scholarship: This merit-cum-means scholarship is given by
HUL to one PGP second-year student. The selection is based on the criteria provided by the
company. The scholarship of INR 1 lakh was awarded to Kumar Sundaram (2013-2015).

Award of Diploma

At the 40™ annual convocation held on March 27 2015, 398 graduates received the Post Graduate
Diploma in Management from Dr Kiran Mazumdar-Shaw, Chairman, Board of Governors, [IMB.
Dr Devi Prasad Shetty, Padma Bhushan awardee and Chairman, Narayana Group of Hospitals, and
Fellow of the Royal College of Surgeons England, was the chief guest and delivered the convocation
address. Rachit Kothari received the Gold Medal for 1%t rank and Naveen Prashant won the award
for All-Round Performance.

Placements

The Office of Career Development Services conducts summer placements for first-year PGP students,
and final placements for FPM, PGP, and EPGP students. The Student Placement Committees of the
PGP and the EPGP contribute significantly to the successful completion of the placements.

Summer Internship: Interviews for summer placements for first-year PGP students were held in
November 2014. The process was spread over five Interview Windows (IW), with each IW being
approximately half a day, and two pre-processing (no offers allowed) days. A total of 105 companies
visited the campus and offered internship projects to 400 students. Four students with more than 34
months’ experience opted out.

Final Placement: The final placement process commenced on 10" February 2015 and concluded
on 13" February 2015. A total of 398 students — approx. 27% of whom were women — participated.
The final placement process was conducted over five IWs, with each IW extending for half a day.
Five students opted out of placements to pursue research in management and opportunities with
previous employers. A total of 139 companies participated in the placement process, making 452
offers. Thirty-nine companies participated in the lateral placement process and made 156 offers, of
which 126 were accepted. During the Pre-Placement, 137 offers were made, of which 108 were
accepted.

A total of 452 offers were made. The sector-wise percentages of offers are as follows: Consulting
(29%), E-commerce (17%), Sales & Marketing (15%), Banking & Finance (12%), General Management
(10%), IT (6%), Operations (4%), Retail (3%), HR (1%), Real Estate & Infrastructure (1%), Risk
Management (1%) and Venture Capital (1%).

Post Graduate Programme in Software Enterprise Management
(PGSEM) / Post Graduate Programme in Enterprise Management
(PGPEM)

The Post Graduate Programme in Software Enterprise Management (PGSEM) was launched in
1998, by IIM Bangalore as a weekend programme exclusively for software professionals. Based
on the feedback from participants and the industry, this programme was re-launched as the Post
Graduate Programme in Enterprise Management (PGPEM) in the academic year 2014-2015. The
new programme, the PGPEM, is a 22-month weekend residential programme open to working
professionals from all industrial and services sectors.

The PGPEM is a master’s level diploma-granting programme scheduled on Friday afternoons
and Saturdays to make it accessible to working professionals. The purpose of the programme
is to complement the excellent functional knowledge and experience, from any discipline, that
participants might possess with contemporary management knowledge to prepare them for greater
responsibilities in a liberalised and globalised economy.

The PGPEM is designed for the needs of high performing professionals from across industries who
want to continue working even as they upgrade their management knowledge and skills. It provides
them a strong grounding in general management through the core courses in the first year, and
ample opportunity to acquire specialised knowledge through a rich choice of electives in the second
year. Most of the elective classes have students from IIMB’s other diploma-granting programmes
providing a context for interaction among a wide variety of perspectives. Further, those who have
more flexible work schedules may be able to enroll in electives scheduled on regular week days.
The innovative scheduling allows participants in the PGPEM to stay on campus every weekend,
providing them ample opportunity to benefit from all the facilities at IIMB. They are able to conduct
team-work projects and joint-study sessions and also participate in extra-curricular activities to
increase bonding with a network of professionals from a variety of industries and roles.

Core Courses and Electives

e Second quarter (2014-2015): 12" September 2014 to 22" November 2014 — 17 elective courses

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Student Activities

Rahul Bhalla and Radharamanan Hariharan participated in the International MBA Week programme
at Tel Aviv University in August 2014. Rajaraman Balasundaram, Vadiraj Kaamsha and Lakshmi
Narayana were at Yale University, during the same time, for a similar short-term programme.

The PGSEM 2013 and the PGPEM 2014 have a common Student Affairs Council which organised
and supported several events to increase the students’ industry exposure while also enhancing
the programme brand during the year. They organised an HR conclave titled, ‘Contemporary HR
Practices in the Hi-Tech Industry’, on 15" November 2014, for which panelists were drawn from
Accenture, Tech Mahindra, GE, NVidia, Motorola, and BT & CTS.

The PGPEM Entrepreneurship Club — Antarprerana — was launched on 20" December 2014 in
close collaboration with IIMB’s well-known open incubation centre, The NS Raghavan Centre for
Entreprenerial Learning (NSRCEL). Asvini Kumar, PGP alumnus and owner of Thinksoft Global,
and Ravi Kiran, PGSEM alumnus and Chairman of IEEE, inaugurated the club, along with Dr G.
Sabarinathan, Faculty member, [IMB and Chairperson, NSRCEL. The club meets after Saturday
classes.

The students, along with the Centre for Software and IT Management at [IMB, organised a panel
discussion, ‘Social Media, Mobile, Analytics and Cloud — Opportunities for Indian Industry’, on
20" March 2015. It was moderated by Dr V Sridhar, Professor from the International Institute of
Information Technology (IlIT), with industry speakers from Techmantu and Oracle.

Student volunteers supported the three Open Houses, organised by the PGPEM office, which
culminated in the ‘Make in India’ event on 11" January 2015. The panel discussion on ‘Make in
India’” was moderated by [IMB Director Dr Sushil Vachani.

The Admissions office at IIMB conducted an onsite visit and interactive session for potential students
on 7" March 2015. Student volunteers from PGSEM and PGPEM played enthusiastic hosts and
anchored the interaction.

The annual sports event, involving matches in cricket, badminton, volleyball, football and table tennis,
between students and alumni of the programme, was conducted on 18" January 2015. The PGSEM
Batch of 2013 won the overall rolling trophy called the Friendship Cup.

Exchange Programme

Eleven PGSEM students took the full-term exchange programme and spent time at universities in
Australia, Canada, Singapore, Switzerland and USA; one student signed up for the Summer School
programme at the University of Exeter, UK; five went to the Yale School of Management, USA and
one went to IE Business School in Spain as part of the Global Network of Advanced Management
(GNAM) Week. Six students took online courses from Yale University, USA.

Award of Diploma

A total of 72 PGSEM students (64 who enrolled in 2012, 7 who enrolled in 2011, and 1 who enrolled
in 2010) were awarded the PGSEM diploma at the 40" Annual Convocation on 27" March 2015.
Medals and prizes were awarded to top performing students. Saurabh Agarwal was awarded for
Best Academic Performance and Anupam Nanda for Best All Round Performance.

Post Graduate Programme in Public Policy and Management (PGPPM)

The Post Graduate Programme in Public Policy and Management (PGPPM) is a key long-duration
programme offered by IIMB. Senior managers from the civil services and professionals from
social, infrastructure and private sectors as well as future leaders find the programme useful in
strengthening their public policy and managerial skills in the current scenario, where the boundary
between the public and private sectors is growing increasingly indistinct. This unique one-year
residential programme promotes cross learning between professionals from the Government and
Non-Government sectors.
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The programme collaborates with
the Korea Development Institute
(KDI), Seoul, where students
spend Term 2 of the programme.

The PGPPM aims to enhance the
competence of students by:

e Broadening their awareness
of the latest trends in policy
approaches
e Deepening their conceptual,
technical and analytical skills
e Developing their leadership
skills
e Creatingabetterunderstanding
of the forces shaping the
domestic and international environment for public policy
e Providing opportunities to learn from alternative systems of public management based on the
comparative study of public policy in other countries

Apart from core and elective courses, there are
two student-run initiatives — Policy Speak Series
and Policy Blog (also called the Policy Collective)
that provide opportunities for students to interact
with experts in various fields. Courses are based
on carefully formulated content using inter-
disciplinary techniques with a rigorous evaluation
system. Evaluation includes participation, quizzes,
examinations and term papers.

Course work involves visits to industries, study
tours to government departments, social fora and
interaction with the alumni, participation in annual
public policy conferences conducted by the Centre
for Public Policy (CPP) at IIMB and interaction with
eminent practitioners at public policy seminars. By
virtue of being a programme on public policy and its
management, the programme extensively covers
social responsibility and sustainability dimensions.

Award of Diploma

During the 40" Annual Convocation on March 27" 2015, 23 participants from the Batch of 2013-
2015 and 23 participants from the Batch of 2014-2015 received the Diploma in Public Policy and
Management.

Usha Kakarla (Batch of 2013-2015) and Ramesha G (Batch of 2014-2015) were each awarded the
Gold Medal for Best Academic Performance.

Executive Post Graduate Programme in Management (EPGP)

The Executive Post Graduate Programme is a one-year full-time programme designed to nurture
leaders who, over time, will be able to handle responsibilities both in the corporate world and
in society. The EPGP is designed and developed based on the need to nurture leadership and
domain expertise among middle managers with rich working experience in the context of emerging
economies. It is structured as a general management programme for participants with a minimum
of five years of work experience.
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Academics

The academic year is divided into five terms, where two terms are devoted to core courses, one to
the international immersion module, and two to electives. On completion of the 15 compulsory core
courses in functional areas of management, students choose eight elective courses, with the option
of two additional elective courses, from a list of approximately 60 courses.

In lieu of elective courses with a corresponding number of credits, the EPGP students have the option
of undertaking a Comprehensive Project or an Independent Study. The three-credit Comprehensive
Project, carried out under the guidance of a faculty member, examines a contemporary issue or topic
pertaining to either a specific company or industry. The objective is to integrate classroom learning
with practical experience — applying concepts and methodologies learnt in the programme to real-
world management issues. The Independent Study of six credits offers students an opportunity to
develop a business perspective that integrates knowledge and skills acquired in various management
disciplines such as Marketing, Finance and Human Resources with hands-on Consulting experience.
As part of the Independent Study, a team of two students identifies an organisation or company
that requires a process improvement or a solution to a real-life organisational problem. Under
the guidance of a faculty member, the project team interacts closely with the management of the
organisation and acts as a consultant and external change agent. At the end of the study, the project
team is expected to provide a tangible and implementable solution to the organisation.

International Immersion

The International Immersion module in the EPGP is designed to provide students with insights into
the economic, social and cultural spheres of emerging economies such as China, Russia, Brazil and
South Africa or developed countries such as Singapore, South Korea and so on. Participants are
hosted by a top local business school in the chosen country for two weeks. They attend lectures
with specific focus on business and industry and make field visits to familiarise themselves with
local challenges and opportunities. Participants visit historical sites and take part in cultural events
to further understand the history and culture of the country. After returning from the visit, each
participant prepares a report based on his/her key learning about the country. These individual
reports are presented in class.

In 2014-2015, of the batch of 58 EPGP students, 50 visited KAIST Business School in Seoul,
South Korea, for two weeks; six students were part of a week-long Global Network of Advanced
Management (GNAM) programme, where three of them went to Yale School of Business, USA and
three went to |IE Business School in Spain; and two were part of the exchange programme at Mays
Business School in Texas, USA.

Seminar Series

The Seminar Series is a unique feature of the EPGP. It has been designed to expose the participants
to themes on leadership, ethics, social responsibility, opportunities for inclusive growth, literature,
aesthetics, etc. The 2014 Seminar Series began in April with a talk by Bhupendra Khanal, CEO of
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Simplify 360, on ‘Social Media Marketing and Analytics Industry’. Other eminent speakers, during the
year, included Prof. David Friedman, economist, physicist and legal scholar; Ganesh Subramanian,
Head — New Initiatives, myntra.com; Rohit Gupta, film director, and Vicky Ratnani, food connoisseur.

2.5.4 Prayaas
As future leaders, the EPGP participants feel that giving back to society is an integral part of their
education. Participants of the second batch of the EPGP started an initiative known as ‘Prayaas’,
which looks for ways to reach out to the less privileged members of society. The EPGP participants
undertake projects, ranging from organising one-day events like artificial limb camps and eye-care
camps to long-term initiatives such as adopting a village to tackle malnutrition in children. In 2014-
2015, ‘Prayaas’ extended support to an elder care centre, ‘Asha Jeevan’, by funding the daily
medical expenses of the senior citizens at the centre.

2.5.5 Award of Diploma
During the 40" Annual Convocation on March 27" 2015, 58 students received the Diploma in the
Executive Post Graduate Programme in Management.

2.5.6 Placements
A total of 30 companies visited the campus and made 54 offers. Two students opted out of
placements. The sector-wise offers made are as follows: IT Consulting (22), Operations (10), Product
Management and Project Management (six each), Business Development (four), Finance (two),
General Management, Hardware Design, Production Management and Strategy (one each).
Some of the roles offered included that of Vice President, Managing Director and CEO, Senior
Manager, Senior Consultant, Principal Consultant, Functional Consultant, Senior Analyst, Adviser,
Lead Consultant, Business Consultant, General Manager, Programme Manager, Senior Product
Manager, Manager, Delivery Manager, Project Manager, Associate Manager and Assistant General
Manager.

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Executive Education | N

The Executive Education Programmes (EEP) at IIMB aim to broaden the outlook and skills of practising
managers and professionals, particularly senior and middle-level executives of organisations, to
successfully navigate an ever-changing leadership context. The EEP has been an integral part of [IM
Bangalore since its inception in 1973.

The mission of Executive Education is aligned to the Institute’s overall strategy and is guided by the
following objectives:

¢ Transform the knowledge and skills of practising managers in various industries, across functions
and managerial levels, and prepare them to meet the changing needs of various stakeholders and
the influence of technology

e Strengthen IIMB’s liaison with industry

e Enrich faculty capability by exposing them to the challenges faced by the industry and creating
opportunities for writing cases aligned to the Indian experience, triggering research ideas,
consulting opportunities, etc.

e Contribute to the overall revenue of the Institute to help leverage it for strategic initiatives

International Ranking

[IM Bangalore is the only management school from India to figure in FT's Global Executive Education
Ranking 2015. The rankings are based on the satisfaction levels of participants and clients, the
diversity of the participants and faculty, and the school’s international exposure.

The Financial Times (London) conducts an annual survey of Open and Custom Programme
providers across the globe. Based on this survey, they rate the best 75 Open programmes and 85
Custom programmes worldwide. The FT Executive Education Rankings for 2015 puts IIMB’s Open
programmes at No. 53 and Custom programmes at 57. The Executive Education Programme at
[IMB is ranked among the top 50 schools globally (rank 48).

Programmes

To cater to the needs of industry and practising managers, the EEP has:
e Open programmes

e Custom programmes

e International programmes

In all, 4,753 participants attended the Executive Education programmes during the year and the total
participant days work out to 35,309.

Open Programmes

The Open programmes are in two broad categories — short-duration programmes and long-duration
programmes. IIMB ran 64 Open programmes in 2014-2015 — 51 were short-duration and 13 were
long-duration. As many as 13 new short-duration Open programmes were offered during the year.

The short-duration programmes are conceived, designed and delivered by IIMB faculty, keeping in
mind the needs of the industry. A total of 1,161 participants attended the short-duration programmes
during the year.

The long-duration programmes are conducted over a period of 1-12 months with classes being
held at periodic intervals, mainly over weekends, for the benefit of working executives. The long-
duration programmes are aimed at imparting skills and knowledge in the core functional areas of
management and helping participants to step into senior and/or cross-functional roles. [IMB had 727
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managers participate in its long-duration programmes this year.

IIMB launched the ‘Executive General Management Programmme for Aerospace & Aviation Industry’
(GMAE) in partnership with Toulouse Business School, France, this year.

The participants’ diversity in the Open programmes contributes significantly to cross-learning and
provides continuing networking opportunities beyond the classroom. The Open programmes are
marketed through a combination of direct marketing, digital/social media marketing and financial
dailies/newspapers.

The details of the Open programmes may be viewed in Statement 10.

3.22 Custom Programmes
The clients for [IMB’s Custom programmes come from a wide variety of industry verticals. The
Government and PSUs also figure prominently, apart from well-known MNCs and Indian private
sector organisations.
Custom programmes cater to specific learning objectives of an organisation. The entire engagement
cycle from ‘initial dialogue — programme design — schedule — delivery — action-learning — feedback —
dissemination of best practices’ is managed by the EEP team in close conjunction with the faculty.
The programmes’ duration vary anywhere between two and 40 days. About 75% of the custom
engagements this year have been repeat engagements from existing clients.
IIMB designed and delivered 73 Custom programmes this year for 2,662 participants. [IMB also
partnered with leading international business schools to deliver these programmes.

3.2.3 International Programmes
Many international management schools come to IIMB to give their MBA/EMBA students a glimpse
of the Indian business environment through programmes like ‘Doing Business in India’. These
programmes expose the students not only to the business opportunities, but also the cultural
aspects of doing business in India. In 2014-2015, [IMB delivered 12 programmes for an international
audience, with 203 participants attending them.

IMB Centres of Excellence

N S Raghavan Centre for Entrepreneurial Learning (NSRCEL)

An Overview

The NSRCEL was set up in March 2000 as a focal point for entrepreneurial studies at [IMB, to
carry out cutting-edge academic research into entrepreneurship and provide practical learning for
entrepreneurs. It is also a world-class centre of excellence in seeding, nurturing and promoting
entrepreneurship with the objective of helping transformideas into successful high-growth enterprises.
Its activities relate to two broad areas: the academics of entrepreneurship and development of
entrepreneurship. These activities focus on five primary areas.

Teaching and Training Activities

The NSRCEL runs two programmes for entrepreneurs — Management Programme for Entrepreneurs
and Family Businesses (MPEFB) and Management Programme for Women Entrepreneurs (MPWE).
The MPEFB is targeted at first-generation entrepreneurs as well as members of families that own
businesses. It is an intensive programme spread over eight months which imparts contemporary
knowledge in various functional areas. The MPWE is focussed on very early-stage enterprises started
by women entrepreneurs who need support in terms of capacity building.

Research

The NSRCEL supports academic research projects in the field of entrepreneurship, undertaken by
faculty at the Centre as well as other IIMB faculty. Many of these research projects are taken up in
collaboration with academicians in leading universities across the world. The Centre also supports
development of cases based on entrepreneurial ventures in India.

Incubation

At the core of the NSRCEL’s developmental activities is an incubation centre. The incubator supports
ventures across all sectors, so long as they are innovative, have the potential to make a social and/
or financial impact and the team has the capacity to implement it. Apart from access to high-quality
infrastructure and academic environment in the sylvan campus of IIMB, incubatees have access to
a vibrant community of other successful entrepreneurs, investors and corporate managers who visit
the Centre. Founders of enterprises who apply to the incubation programme do not need a prior
affiliation with [IMB.

Mentoring

The NSRCEL has a structured mentoring process which builds on the strength of its team of
experienced mentors to groom and nurture ideas into businesses. It offers an open mentoring
programme that mentors both current entrepreneurs and prospective entrepreneurs.

Events and Ecosystem-Building Activities

The NSRCEL organises 20 or more events and seminars a year that are focussed on promoting
entrepreneurial thinking and supporting entrepreneurs. It aims to build a thriving ecosystem and
be a platform where new ideas are created and where entrepreneurs are encouraged to form new
business. The Centre’s flagship event, 4Startups (www.4startups.in), is held on the first Saturday of
every month and provides insights into different facets of entrepreneurship. It is a half-day workshop
focussed on numerous pain points that entrepreneurs face.

The Centre for Corporate Governance and Citizenship (CCGC) was created in 2003 to bring together
research, teaching and policy support-related activities in the field of Corporate Governance, Ethics,
Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) and Sustainability.

At the helm of the Centre’s affairs is its Chairperson, guided by an Advisory Committee comprising
senior and experienced faculty members from different disciplines like finance and control, marketing,
strategy, economics and organisational behaviour. At present, Dr Rejie George heads the Centre.

The CCGC has been provisionally accredited as a Centre of Excellence by the National Foundation for
Corporate Governance, a trust sponsored by the Government of India and the Ministry of Company
Affairs, for promoting improved corporate governance in India.

7.6 Centre for Capital Markets and Risk Management
7.6.1 Overview
The Centre for Capital Markets and Risk Management was created from a merger of three Centres
- the Centre for Insurance Education (CIRE), the Centre for Financial Markets and Institutions (CFMI)
and the Centre for Capital Markets and Risk Management (CCMR). The Centre commenced its
activities from September 2014.
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The Centre aims at providing leadership in Indian capital market research by engaging in and
disseminating empirical research, organising and conducting workshops and conferences involving
area experts and providing periodic commentary on contemporary capital market issues.

Internationalisation | NG

The Office of International Affairs (OIA) is chaired by a senior faculty member who directs the
internationalisation initiatives and also ensures alignment between activities of the OIA and policy
guidelines of the Institute. The Director of IIMB is actively involved in promoting the school globally
and developing links with schools and companies abroad.

The internationalisation process is prevalent in every programme office and centre of the Institute.

When international initiatives are undertaken by departments other than the OIA, they are subject to
the governance processes of the respective departments. The OIA coordinates with the offices of
the Deans and the Director, through which all such initiatives are routed. This may be proactive or in
response to enquiries from prospective partnering institutions. The ideas may be initiated by the OIA
or by individual faculty members.

The OIA assesses the quality of the partnership with international universities on the following
dimensions:

e The standing of the school or university in question, as measured by an internationally accepted
ranking, such as that by International Business Week or Financial Times

e Where countries do not have schools ranked by an international survey but are considered
important for IIMB to have a partnering arrangement, IIMB may partner with one or more of the
locally high-ranked schools

e Active two-way exchange of students over the last 15 years, or the popularity of the partner
school among IIMB’s graduate students as a destination for exchange over the last 15 years; and

e Prospects for a broader partnership in the near to medium term

The scope of the partnership is worked on by the individual/office that generated the idea or
opportunity. Where the OIA has generated the opportunity, it typically works with the office that is
likely to implement the idea. This ensures that the eventual ‘owner’ of the partnering activity is on
board early in the process.

Once the prospective partner institute is found suitable, the OIA initiates the process of signing an
MoU, which covers all potential areas of collaboration. All agreements for co-operation are concluded
at the level of the Director/Dean. These agreements may be referred to the larger faculty body by the
Director, if deemed necessary.

This year, IIMB signed four new MoUs and renewed partnerships with 11 international universities.
The new schools are:

The Australian National University, Australia
ESIC Business & Marketing School, Spain
University of Tokyo, Japan

Student Exchange Programme

The Student Exchange Programme (SEP) is one of the key internationalisation initiatives at IIMB. The
SEP comprises two broad models:

e The long-duration 10-week programme
e The short-duration two-week programme
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The SEP has been in existence for more than 15 years. Students visiting IIMB on exchange opt for
electives that are taught as part of the PGP/EPGP or PGPEM programmes.

Similarly, students of IIMB visiting universities overseas are required to attend the same number of
credit hours as they would have, had they spent the term at [IMB. They are required to produce
evidence of having secured a pass grade in the courses opted for. The PGP/EPGP and the PGPEM
offices ensure that the choice of courses is, at the minimum, comparable in terms of rigour to the
course work at [IMB. The SEP, therefore, aims at providing diversity in the classroom and international
exposure to students, while maintaining the high academic standards of [IMB.

There has been a growing demand for seats in the full-time student exchange programme. Over the
last few years, there has been a record growth in the number of students from IIMB going abroad
on exchange programmes.

Two-Week International Exchange Programme

A second model has been developed to accommodate those schools that are interested in exposing
their students to India, but are unable to send them for a 10-week term.

In 2014-2015, the IIMB Johnson Collaborative Student Project Programme (Cornell IJ-CSPP) with
Johnson School, Cornell University, was underway, and 13 students and faculty advisors from [IMB
spent a week at Cornell University from 30" August to 6™ September, 2014. The Cornell University
team of 11 students and a faculty advisor spent a week at [IMB from 16" to 19" December, 2014.

Cornell [J-CSPP programmes follow an identical format, where batches of between 12 and 20
students from each Institute visit each other’s schools for about two weeks. The primary objective
of such partnerships is to foster student mobility and international exposure through collaborative
projects and reciprocal study tours. During the period, they receive a combination of pre-programmed
academic, business and cultural inputs.

Further, as part of the Cornell IJ-CSPP student exchange, IIMB students work with students from
the Johnson School of Business, Cornell University, on corporate projects. These student projects
are typically funded by large multinational companies looking at extending their services in India and
other emerging markets. The visit to Cornell University last year combined classroom sessions with
study tours to the New York Stock Exchange and company visits in the Upstate New York area.
Similarly, the cohort from Johnson School was taken on a tour of Indian IT companies, NGOs, and
social entrepreneurial ventures to expose them to the cultural and business environment of India.

e The OIA hosted the Third Annual Case competition, in collaboration with Sauder School of
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Business, University of British Columbia, and Deloitte India on, ‘Leading Change: Reversin
Childhood Malnutrition.’ The challenge was scheduled during 23-24 Februgry 2012, i which 86 9. Infrastructure _
students from Sauder School of Business and 38 students from IIMB participated.

e The Wharton School, University of Pennsylvania, conducted a workshop on ‘Technology and
Entrepreneurship in India’ during 28-31 December 2014, where 36 students from Wharton School
and 28 students from IIMB participated.

e Mr Damien English, Minister of State at the Departments of Education and Skills, and a group of
eight high-ranking officials of Ireland visited Bangalore on 13 November 2014, for a discussion on
joint research projects and collaboration with Irish institutions.

e The Pro Vice Chancellor of Umea University, Sweden, Dr Anders Fallstrom, and a group of 9.1
eight delegates visited Bangalore on 10 December 2014, to discuss joint research projects and -
collaboration.

e (Canada’s Citizenship and Immigration Minister Chris Alexander visited IIMB on 13 January 2015,
to speak about the importance of Canada’s growing economic relationship with India and to
highlight recent changes to Canada’s immigration system.

Infrastructure on Campus

Most of the faculty and students live on the serene and green campus. The Sports and Recreation
Centre caters to their health and fithess needs. The campus has a yoga hall at the Management
Development Centre (MDC), an indoor badminton court, two gymnasia, a music room, a billiards
room and facilities for sports such as tsepak, soccer, cricket, tennis, basketball, volleyball, throwball,
badminton and a host of indoor games. There are multiple retail and snack outlets, and an Institute-
run cafeteria. Residents can meet and mingle at the students’ lounge, faculty officers’ club or in
break-out zones on campus.

9.1.1 Classrooms

Eight new classrooms were built this year, four of which can seat 100 students each and the rest can
seat 85 students each. All the classrooms are accessible to differently-abled students.

All classrooms at IIMB are equipped with state-of-the-art audio-visual aids and wi-fi connection.
Several classrooms have video-conferencing facility, which is used to conduct interactive classes
for participants of the Executive Education Programmes who access course material in India and
abroad.

All classrooms, administrative offices, faculty-student-staff housing areas, library, the MDC and
the auditorium are networked through wi-fi wireless hubs. Not just classrooms and offices, even
corridors leading to classrooms, the student cafeteria, auditorium, amphitheatre and the open areas
have uninterrupted network access.

IIMB uses a resource scheduling software that enables planned allocation of classrooms as well as
monitoring the capacity of classrooms every day.

9.1.2 Expansion Plans

At IIMB, the management engages in strategic planning exercises, from time to time, to assess the
growth in the demand for various facilities. The Board of Governors has created a vision document,
which includes infrastructure upgrades for the next 10 years.

A sports facility is under construction. It will have a swimming pool, a basketball court, two lawn
tennis courts, a volleyball court, four badminton courts, two squash courts and facilities for billiards
and table tennis.

[IMB is committed to minimising waste and keeping the environment clean. A sewage treatment
plant has been set up and it yields an average of 3.5 lakh litres of treated water a day that is used
for gardening.

A waste management plant is being set up with facilities for segregation of dry, wet and e-waste.
[IMB’s horticulture department is committed to composting and uses organic waste generated on
campus.

IIMB has recently been allotted 110 acres of land on the outskirts of Bangalore for future development.
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9.3

Library

The IIMB library is housed in an independent building of four floors, covering a total of 55,000 sq. ft.,
with a reading area that can accommodate 200 users. It is open from 9:00 am to 10:00 pm on all the
days except three national holidays. Its collection comprises predominantly literature pertaining to
business management and allied areas. Its collection development policies and information services
are mandated by the Institute’s teaching, research and training objectives.

During the year 2014-2015, a sum of INR 229.60 lakh was spent as subscription to 2242 online
journals, 300 print journals and 60 print plus online journals. INR 219 lakh was spent as subscription
to 88 electronic databases. Of these, 8 are provided by INDEST consortium. INR 19 lakh was spent
on acquiring 1116 books.

The library also provides information services such as circulation, inter-library loans, document
delivery, orientation to access electronic resources, email-alert service apart from reference and
referral services.

During the year, 20225 items were circulated, 25652 items were consulted, 20 orientation sessions
were organised, 1256 articles were supplied, and 36411 users availed the various library services.

The IIMB library extends membership-based services to individuals, organisations, corporations
and academic institutions. During the year, 29 individuals and 5 academic institutions registered as
external members.

Computer Centre
The highlights of the activities of the Computer Centre are provided below:

All classroom projectors were replaced with wide ultra XGA resolution screens.

Eight new classrooms were equipped with the latest technology of AV as well as network wi-fi.

The alumni domain was created and IDs were extended to all alumni.

Appliance-based backup solution was successfully implemented for disaster recovery.

The legacy mail server was upgraded to the exchange 2013 mail server.

Zoom, a cloud-based web conferencing solution, was introduced in classrooms.

Two EEP classrooms were upgraded with web-conferencing integration for students to access

at all times.

Automated lecture capture solution was introduced in 12 classrooms.

e Eduroam-based free wi-fi access was introduced on campus for faculty members. This software
helps them use their electronic gadgets at any IIM without configuring them to the network.

e AMOOCs (Massive Open Online Course) studio was set up and equipped with the technology for

recording courseware.
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Awards and Achievements of Students

Our students and alumni made us proud with their accomplishments.

A team of our first and second year PGP students, Rohit Kumar, Amritha Kini and Shrirang
Chilapur, beat 400 teams from 28 management schools to win the All India Bloomberg Investment
Competition by a huge margin, in February 2015. Professor S.G. Badrinath put in a significant
effort in setting up the Bloomberg Lab as well as motivating and training these students.

Our doctoral students and alumni continued to publish in leading international journals. K.V.
Gopakumar, along with our faculty member, Dr Mukta Kulkarni, published an article in ‘Human
Resource Management’. Our alumnus, Karthik Sriram, who is now on the faculty body at [IM
Ahmedabad, had a paper from his dissertation accepted by the ‘Journal of the Royal Statistical
Society’. This paper was co-authored with IIMB’s Dr Pulak Ghosh and Dr Peng Shi of Wisconsin.
An IIMB team of PGP students won a national-level consulting case competition, called ‘Accenture:
The Strategists League’, where they competed with 13 top management schools. The IIMB team
comprised Ankit Rustagi, Bhagyashree Kothari and Somya Arya.

Ankit Rustagi, Somya Arya and Sankalan Prasad were semi-finalists at a marketing case
competition, in which 15 of the country’s top management schools took part.

PGP student Sameer Gupta’s article was published in [IM Shillong’s national Consulting magazine,
‘ConQuest’.

PGP students Leela Krishna Annam, Kumar Ritikesh and Arnab Dutta were declared campus
winners of a national-level strategy case competition. They also won the Best Presentation Award
at the KPMG International Case Competition, beating over a thousand students.

Kumar Ritikesh and Akanksha Trigun, from the PGP, were semi-finalists at Johnson & Johnson
Quest, a national-level strategy case competition.

Siddharth Sharma, Neha Choudhary and Kumar Ritikesh were placed second out of over 50
teams at the P&G CEO Challenge, a campus-level strategy case competition.

Surbhi Shukla, Kumar Ritikesh and Arnab Dutta finished as finalists at the Mahindra War Room, a
campus-level strategy case Competition, beating over 20 teams.

Shreyas B R, Vaibhav Rathi and Vishnu Kumar made it to the semifinals of an international
case competition called Cerebration (2014), where they competed with 601 teams. They were
sponsored a four-day trip to Singapore to present their case to academic experts and CEOs at
the National University of Singapore (NUS).

Ankur Bhartiya, Manuj Khurana and Samir Jain beat over 80 participants to make it to the finals of
a national business plan competition, at IIM Ahmedabad. They were also among the top eight at
IVYCAMP, a contest organised by IVYCAP Ventures.

Anahita Agrawal, Dipayan Sinha and Samir Jain won the Citi Innovation Challenge 2014.

Akshat Sinha, Rachit Kothari, Romil Johri, Shashank Sabesan and Shomrita Pal were zonal
finalists (South Zone) at the International CFA Research Challenge.

Mayur Chamaria, Mallikarjun Reddy G, Venkatesh Nalli and Abhilash Mulakala made it to the finals
of the Global Student Challenge, an e-business simulation event, which saw over 200 teams from
across the world take part. The final round was held in The Netherlands in April 2015.
Padmavathi Krishnamurthy, Subir Roy and Vineet Saraiwala finished as national finalists from
among 60 teams at the Airtel iCreate case study competition. They won the campus and regional
rounds and received a cash prize of Rs 30,000. The team also took part in the L’Oreal Brandstorm
case study Competition, winning the campus and regional rounds and making it to the top four
at the national level.

e Vivek Yelisetti was the only student from India to take part in the MBA World Summit, Barcelona,
where 100 most inspiring leaders were chosen from over 8,000 applicants. He was also selected
to attend the London School of Economics Alternative Investments Conference from over 7,500
applicants worldwide.

e lyer Abhiram Ramgopal beat over 100 participants to win the FLIP National Challenge.

e Avinash Unni won the P&G CEO Challenge at the national level and represented India at the
world finals. He was also the campus winner of the Tata Business Leadership Award of 2015 and
represented [IMB at national finals.

e Partha Sarathi Pahari won the ‘Best Paper’ award and a cash prize of 4,000 USD at the INFOCOM
Future Leadership Awards. His paper was also published by ABP.

e Atasi Kar was the finalist at the national Volvo Nobel Memorial Debate.

IIMB Alumni Association

[IM Bangalore has produced leaders, entrepreneurs, artistes, writers and managers. The [IM
Bangalore Alumni Association works at leveraging the collective wealth of knowledge and experience
of these outstanding individuals for the benefit of the students and the Institute, through a series of
activities and events that encourage mentoring and networking.

The Alumni Association of IIMB also honors its distinguished alumni with an award every year. The
recipients of the Distinguished Alumni Award (DAA) for 2014-2015 were Mr Rajeev Bakshi (PGP '79),
CEO, Metro Cash & Carry India, and Professor Das Narayandas (PGP ’84), Senior Associate Dean,
Harvard Business School. Past awardees include ISRO’s former chairman Dr. K Radhakrishnan
(PGP ’76), former chairman of Bharat Petroleum Ashok Sinha (PGP '77), CEO of Saatchi & Saatchi
Focus Network India Malavika Harita (PGP ’82), Founder-MD of Sabre Partners India Rajiv Maliwal
(PGP ’85), Chairman of India Operations at Goldman Sachs Sonjoy Chatterjee (PGP ’94) among
others. Each recipient of the DAA receives a citation and his/her name is engraved on the wall of
fame at IIM Bangalore.

During the year 2014-2015, IIMB alumnus Dr. K Radhakrishnan (PGP "76), former chairman of ISRO,
was honoured with the Padma Bushan.

The PGP batches of '84, '89, '94, 99 and 2004 came to
campus for their 30", 251, 201, 15" and 10" -year reunions respectively. The EPGP alumni, across
batches, made their annual reunion, ‘EPGP Sparsh’, a success.

decided to hold the first exclusive [IMB Alumni Conclave, IIMBUE, in December 2015.

Office of Disability Services

The Office of Disability Services (ODS) was inaugurated in January 2010 to address the needs of
specially-abled students at the IIMB campus. The ODS has been set up with the support of Mphasis
Ltd, an HP company, and serves as a single point of contact for all students with disabilities, ranging
from visual, hearing and loco-motor impairment.

The goal, at the ODS, is to provide equal access for students with disabilities so that they get as
good an educational experience as any other student at [IMB.

The ODS works with the programme offices and faculty to ensure that the learning experience of the
students remains smooth inside and outside the classroom. This is done by scheduling classes in
rooms that are accessible, ensuring appropriate seating for hearing impaired students, converting
course material to accessible format well in advance, adding subtitles to videos used in lectures and
informing the relevant faculty about the needs of the student(s) at the beginning of each term.

In particular, [IMB recognises its responsibility to provide reasonable accommodations to ensure that
a student with special needs has equal access to all activities, academic and otherwise, and is not
placed at a disadvantage in comparison with other students. The Institute welcomes students with
special needs and is committed to the continuing development of an enabling environment and a
non-discriminatory culture within the lIMB community.

Every student with special needs is taken through an assessment to identify the specific
accommodations required by her/him. This is done well in advance to ensure that the office can
work with the student at each step - starting from accommodation to accessibility of campus and
study material to support during placements.

Another focus area of ODS is sensitisation of the students and staff to the needs and challenges of
students with disabilities. The office shares Disability Etiquette with relevant faculty at the beginning of
the course, and is constantly trying to enable the Institute to imbibe a culture that provides students
with disability what they need, when they need it; and as a matter of right, not as a favour.

The IIMB website (www.iimb.ernet.in) follows the Web Content Accessibility Guidelines, which makes
it accessible to people with visual disability.

In terms of infrastructure, an accessibility audit was conducted and as per their report the Estate
Office worked towards making the entire campus friendly towards those with special needs.
Lecture rooms and faculty blocks are wheelchair accessible. Facilities on campus such as eateries,
gymnasium, bank, stores, etc. are largely wheelchair accessible. A few hostel rooms have been
modified to ensure students using a wheelchair can have an easy access. In case an escort needs to
stay with the student, special accommodation is provided for the student and the escort. Caretakers
are also assigned based on individual need and hostel rooms are modified to suit individual needs.
If required, motorised wheelchairs and scooters are provided for students with locomotor disability.
JAWS software and training is provided to students on a need basis and the software is installed at
the library as well.

ODS provides an ‘Accommodation Request Form’ to students with special needs to understand
and assess their academic accommodation requirements. Faculty members are informed of these
before the commencement of the term to ensure required accommodations are made. Readers,
note takers, scribes and tutors are appointed as and when required.

During the Orientation Week, a session is included to build awareness and sensitisation towards
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11.2

students with disabilities. Last but not the least, any discrimination against persons with special
needs or rude/insensitive behaviour is taken very seriously.

Internal Complaints Committee

Indian Institute of Management Bangalore is proud to have a large number of women — students,
faculty and administrative staff —on campus and their safety is the Institute’s priority. IIM Bangalore is a
secure campus where safety measures, such as CCTVs, manned security checkpoints and constant
patrolling, are in place and monitored closely and efficiently round the clock by the Chief Administrative
Officer along with his team. IIM Bangalore has a robust and prompt system of addressing any form
of grievance raised by any member of its community. We follow all applicable legal and procedural
guidelines in enforcing norms of integrity and equal opportunity. Our zero tolerance policy against
any kind of discrimination or harassment is clearly stated on our website (www.iimb.ermnet.in), along
with contact information of the concerned authorities who are trained to respond — promptly — to any
complaint. We have an Internal Complaints Committee (ICC), as required by the law against sexual
harassment, which is headed by a senior woman faculty member and overseen by a woman external
expert. The ICC ensures prompt redressal of grievances and complete confidentiality. As part of
its charter, the ICC continuously engages with the [IMB community by conducting compulsory
awareness and gender sensitisation workshops on prevention and redressal mechanisms.

ICC Operating Procedures

Based on the ICC Terms of Rerence, the following actions were taken:

e Procedures to ensure confidentiality were put in place. ICC members signed the confidentiality
pledge. Records relating to individual cases are kept confidential.

e Minutes of all ICC meetings are maintained. Since they may include discussion of individual cases,
these are kept confidential.

Sensitisation Programme on Prevention of Sexual Harassment for the IMB Community

As many as nine sensitisation programmes were held for students, staff (comprising permanent,
casual and contract employees) and faculty during the period under report. These were PowerPoint
Presentations covering policies, examples of sexual harassment, names and contact details of ICC
members, responsibilities of the IIMB community, etc.

Cases

There was only one complaint in May 2014. On enquiry it was found that the case was not related
to sexual harassment and referred for administrative action.
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12. Personnel and Administration
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As on March 2015, there were 27 officers and 117 administrative staff on the rolls of IIMB.

Official Language Implementation

Pre Placement Offer (PPO): Students undertake an eight-week summer internship with an organisation of
their choice at the end of the first academic year. At the end of the internship the company may decide to offer
an employment opportunity to the students based on his/her performance during the internship.

Lateral Placement Offer (LPO): Students with more than 22 months of prior work experience are eligible
for lateral placement process. This process runs from mid-December to mid-February. Companies which are
looking for lateral hires and need a longer interview process participate in this process. The process typically
has one or two companies participating in a day.

Final Placement Offer (FPO): The final placement week is meant to place all students without any prior
work experience and students who do not have LPOs and PPOs. This week is during mid-February and sees
multiple companies conducting their processes in parallel.

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Schedule 20 - Significant Accounting Policies

1. Basis of preparation of financial statements

The financial statements are prepared in accordance
with the Indian Generally Accepted Accounting Principles
(GAAP) under the historical cost convention on the
accrual basis of accounting and Accounting Standards
as Notified by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of
India.

2. Use of estimates

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity
with IGAAP requires the board to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of revenue
and expenses of the year, reported balances of assets
and liabilities and disclosures relating to contingent assets
and liabilities as at the date of the financial statements.

The Common expenses such as Manpower and
other operating expenses incurred by the Institute are
apportioned towards various projects and programmes
to the extent that such expenses are not identifiable
specifically to the particular project/programme. The
apportionment is done as an estimate which is as
approved under the respective project/programme.

Accounting estimates could change from year to
year. Actual results could differ from those estimates.
Appropriate changes in estimates are made as and when
the board becomes aware of changes in circumstances
surrounding the estimates. Any revision to accounting
estimates is recognized prospectively in current and
future periods.

3. Inventories

Inventories comprise of stores and consumables and are
valued at lower of cost or net realizable value. The cost
includes cost of purchase and related direct costs. The
cost of inventory is arrived at using the Weighted Average
Method for the current year 2014-2015. However we are
unable to quantify the same for the previous year since
the method of valuation of inventory followed in previous
year was FIFO Method.

4. Fixed assets

Fixed assets are stated at cost, less accumulated
depreciation and impairments, if any. Cost of acquisition
of fixed assets is inclusive of duties and taxes and
other incidental expenses, which are directly related to
the acquisition of the assets & bringing the assets to
its working condition for the intended use. Borrowing
costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition,
consumption or production of a qualifying asset is
capitalized as part of the cost of the asset.

Capital work-in-progress comprises the costs incurred
on Capital assets that are not yet ready for their intended
use at the reporting date.

At each Balance Sheet date, the Institute reviews the
carrying value of tangible and intangible assets for any
possible impairment. An impairment loss is recognized

when the carrying amount of an asset exceeds its
recoverable amount.

The recoverable amount is higher of the asset’s net
selling price or estimated future cash flows which are
discounted to their present value based on appropriate
discount rates.

Fixed assets received by way of non-monetary grants
(other than towards the corpus funds), are capitalized at
values stated, by corresponding credit to capital fund.

Residual Value of Assets depreciated completely, but
not yet disposed off is included in the books carried at
value of Re.1. However, such inclusion does not have
any monetary impact in the Financial Statement since it
is reported in Lakhs.

5. Depreciation

Depreciation on fixed assets is computed on the basis of
‘Straight Line Method’ as per the rates specified below
based on the estimates with respect to its useful life: -

6. Revenue recognition

Revenue is primarily derived from collection of fees from
the students and from the return on the investments
made. The recognition depends on the certainty of
collection and in case of services on completion of the
services and certainty in ultimate collection.

A. Revenue from operating activities:-

a. Collection of fees from the students is accounted
on accrual basis.

b. Interest incomes on investments are recognized
on time proportion basis.

c. In relation to other incomes like income from
Services/Consultancy/Professional Activity/Research
Projects the revenue recognition is on completion of
the milestones set or on predetermined periodicity
and based on certainty of its realization. (for example:
A three-year project — revenue recognition is done
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at the end of every year, and so on). This change
in policy was given effect to during 2013-2014 and
hence the previous year figures are not comparable
to that extent. The opening balances of Sponsored
Research Projects offered to income during 2013-
2014 was Rs. 10.77 Lakhs.

B. Other revenues

a. Donations/contributions other than donations in
kind, are recognised on its ultimate collection.

b. Donations received in kind, such as goods (other
than fixed assets), honorary services, etc., are not
ascribed any value and are not recorded. Donations
received which are in the nature of fixed assets for
the institute is recorded at a nominal value.

7. Foreign currency transactions

Transactions denominated in foreign currency are
recorded at the exchange rate prevailing on the date of
the transaction. Net exchange gain or loss resulting in
respect of foreign exchange transactions settled during
the period is recognized in the Income and Expenditure
account. The foreign currency denominated monetary
assets and liabilities are restated at the rates ruling at
the year-end and all exchange gains/losses arising there
from are charged to Income and Expenditure account.

8. Government Grants

The institute recognises government grants only when
there is reasonable assurance that the conditions
attached to them shall be complied with and the grant will
be received. Government grants related to depreciable
fixed assets are treated as deferred income and are
recognised in the Statement of Income and Expenditure
on a systematic basis over the useful life of the asset.

In case of Grants, other than Government grants the
grant is recognised based on the certainty of collection.

Grants if related to a specific project/purpose are
credited to the Project account, and related expenditure
is reduced from the Grant and the balance is shown
under Current Liabilities to the extent of unutilised grants.
Expenditure made in excess of the grants received are
disclosed as Receivables. Any surplus or deficit to the
project will be charged to the Income and Expenditure
Account.

Other revenue Grants are credited to other income in
Income and Expenditure account.

9. Investments

The long term Investments both trade, non-trade, quoted
and unquoted are valued at acquisition cost. These are
held on long term basis. Provision for diminution in the
value of long term investments are made only if such a
decline is other than temporary in the opinion of board.
The Current Investments are valued at cost or fair value
whichever is lower.

10. Retirement benefits

All eligible employees receive benefits from Provident
fund, a defined contribution plan and gratuity &
superannuation pension under defined benefit plans. The
employees are also entitled to compensate absences in
the form of leave encashment.

Regular contributions are made to provident fund
at the prescribed rates. Provision towards gratuity,
Superannuation pension and accumulated leave for
employees is made on the basis of the actuarial valuation
using Projected Benefit Obligation Method (PBO
Method). In earlier years Discontinuance Liability Method
was followed.

A Provision is recognised if, as a result of a past event,
the Institute has a present legal obligation that can be
estimated reliably, and it is probable that an outflow of
economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation.

Provisions required to settle are reviewed regularly and
are adjusted where necessary to reflect the current best
estimates of the obligation.

Where no reliable estimate can be made, a disclosure
is made as contingent liability. Where there is a possible
obligation or a present obligation in respect of which the
likelihood of outflow of resources is remote, no provision
or disclosure is made.

The net surplus as shown in the income and
expenditure account is transferred to corpus/
endowment fund.

The Institute’s provident fund is recognized under
Sec 8(2) of Provident Fund Act, 1925.

The Institute has not received any grants from the
government during the financial year. The other
grants received from govt., which are reflected in
Schedule 3, represent grants of earlier years against
which depreciation on the assets acquired out of
such grant is charged.

The Government of Karnataka has allotted 110
acres of land to the institute on a thirty year lease
vide G.O No.Rd/538/L.G.B/2010 dated 11" May,
2011. An amount of Rs. 5 lakhs has been paid to
the Government of Karnataka.

Starting from the financial year 2011-2012 the
Institute has decided to transfer a portion of
the interest earned on earmarked funds to the
endowment. This is reflected in Schedule 3 of the
balance sheet.

To meet the long-term vision of the institute a
separate fund called vision fund was set up during
the financial year 2008-2009. This is reflected in
Schedule 2 of the Balance Sheet.

Depreciation on fixed assets is calculated on straight
line basis as per the rates indicated in point No. 5 of
Schedule 20. However, with respect to Computer
Systems and Software the Written down Value as
on 015t April 2014 was much lower than the amount
of Depreciation that would have been arrived by
applying the rates on the Original cost of the asset.
Hence the Depreciation Cost is charged to the
extent of the written down value.

An amount of Rs.26.87 Crores that has been
capitalised (on completion of new class room
complex) during 2014-2015 out of Infrastructure
Development Fund, has been transferred to
Infrastructure Development Asset Reserve account.
Depreciation of Rs. 42.41 Lakhs has been provided
for the year 2014-2015

1. We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the Indian Institute of Management Bangalore as at 31 March 2015,
Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payment Account for the year ended on the date under Section 20(1)
of the Comptroller and Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971.
